Chili Cook-off Entry & Rules

Welcome! This is your entry packet for the 2" Annual Westwego Chili Cook-Off. There will be a
registration table set up under Plaisance Grocery at the Market. Please stop there to confirm your
booth assignment.

Each team will receive 4 wristbands for family members and 4 wristbands for the team members.
This allows you enough personnel to cook and serve from your booth. Admission is $15.00. Team
and general admission wristbands will be mailed to you, time allowing, when we receive your entry
form and payment. Otherwise you can pick your wristbands up at City Hall, 419 Avenue A or at the
Market on Friday night or the morning of the event.

Cooking teams may access the booth area between 5pm and 9pm on Friday, March 30 for set-up.
Security will be provided overnight so all team items will be safe and secure.

Judging will begin at 11:00am, your judges sample must be ready by 10:45am, prepared from your
first batch. An Event Staff member will pick up your sample which must be in the container provided
by the event. We guarantee chili until 6:00pm.

Each team MUST bring a fire extinguisher and it must be readily available for use in the event of an
emergency. Kitty litter must be placed under your cook pots and cooking area to protect the
concrete and must be swept up at the end of the event. Also, glass containers are not allowed under
any circumstances.

Teams may bring alcoholic beverages in CANS only, only for the consumption of team members.
Anyone found in your booth area without a team wrist band and drinking canned beer will be asked
to leave.

As applications are received, confirmation letters, tickets and wrist bands will be mailed, time
permitting. Each team captain listed on the application is responsible for distributing the team’s
tickets and wristbands. No one will be admitted to the event without a wristband or event ticket.
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WESTWEGO CHILI COOK OFF RULES
Applications:

1. All applications are to be mailed or hand delivered to:

2. Checks for entry fees must accompany your application. Checks are to be made out to: City of
Westwego — Chili Cook Off. The entry fee is $100.00.
3. Booth assignments will depend upon the order in which applications are received.

Eligibility:

1. Each cooking team entered will be limited to a maximum of 4 members, aged 19 yrs. or older.
2. Each team member should be wearing identical shirts or hats to identify that each is a member of
the team.

Entry Requirements:

1. Completed entry form, acknowledgement of receipt of rules and payment of the entry fee of $100
must be received by the entry deadline of Monday, March 26, 2012.

2. Each team will cook a pot of chili made with a minimum of 35 pounds of meat.

3. Each team will donate their chili to the event for consumption that day. Each team will serve their
chili to the public after the judging samples have been collected. All containers will be proved by
event staff.

Cooking and Serving:

1. All chili must be cooked on site the day of the cook off, from “scratch”; “scratch” being defined as
starting with raw meat. Regular commercial chili powder is permissible, but complete chili mixes are
not permitted.

2. All cooking must be done in a sanitary manner. The conditions are subject to inspection by the
judging committee or event staff. Failure to comply is subject to disqualification for that team. Upon
disqualification, all cooking ingredients and utensils must be immediately removed from the
premises. In addition, chili must be served directly from the pot or a customary cooking apparatus.
3. Each team will provide all ingredients, utensils and accessories necessary to cook their chili. This
includes water for cooking, tables for food preparation and cook stoves and fuel.



4. No more than one judging sample will be taken from any one pot.

5. All cooking must be performed at the rear of the booths. Kitty litter must be placed under your
cooking area to protect the booth area and is to be swept up at the end of the event.

6. All trash is to be placed in the dumpster at the rear of the building. Each team is responsible for
cleaning up its booth area.

7. All grease from cooking must be disposed of properly. DO NOT put grease in trash cans, port-a-lets
or drainage grates.

8. Cooking teams shall remain in their booth and serve chili to the public until all their chili has been
dispensed or until the Cook Off has officially closed. We guarantee that chili will be available for the
public until 6:00pm. Cooking teams shall not waste chili in an effort to stop serving. Any team
caught doing so will not be able enter the following year.

9. NO GLASS CONTAINERS will be allowed into the Cook Off.

Judging of Chili:

1. Each team captain will receive a container with packing label attached. Team captain is
responsible for:
A. Filling out the identification slip contained in the packing label.
B. Folding the Slip so that it cannot be read from the outside.
C. Place the completed slip in the packing label and sealing the label to the container.
D. Making sure that there are no marks on the outside of the container that would make it
identifiable from the outside. Replacements can be obtained at the Event Staffing area.
E. Filling the container to the top with chili.
F. Teams shall not alter their containers in any way.
G. A member of the event staff will collect your judging sample from your cooking area. Not
later than 11:00am.
IMPORTANT: FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY OF THE ABOVE SHALL DISQUALIFY THE ENTRY FROM
JUDGING.

Awards:

1. Place awards will be presented to each member of the first, second and third place teams.

Miscellaneous:

1. After samples for judging are collected, chili will be made available to the general public. Tickets
are $15 per person at the gate. Children under 12 accompanied by parent are free.

2. Disposable bowls, eating utensils and napkins will be provided by the event.

3. Teams must leave their booth numbers attached to their respective booths until the numbers are
collected by event staff. These numbers are used to identify contestants in photographs as well as
identification for showmanship awards.

4. Teams may bring alcoholic beverages in CANS only, only for the consumption of team members.
Anyone found in your booth area without a team wrist band and/or drinking canned beer will be
asked to leave. Reasonably priced beer and liquor concessions will be open to the general public.
Persons who wish to supply customers with complimentary alcoholic beverages should purchase
tickets from the concession stands to give out to customers. THIS POLICY WILL BE

STRICTLY ENFORCED.

5. Each team is required to supply a fire extinguisher. The fire extinguisher must be located within
the confines of their booth and readily available in the event of an emergency.




Friday Set Up:
Cooking teams may access the booth area between 5pm and 9pm on Friday, March 30 for set-up.
Security will be provided overnight so all team items will be safe and secure.

Saturday Set Up:
Teams may arrive any time after 6:00am but no later than 8:00am on the day of the event.
